Student Attendance Requirements

Regular and prompt lecture attendance is expected of all students. Students are
required to interact online using a web camera and microphone. Attendance
requirements include twelve sixty minute lectures, given three times per week between
the times of 4:00PM and 10:00PM Eastern Standard, or New York time, over a four
week period, as well as the requirements of the practicum.

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Aspects of Language & Methodologies of ESL

This module gives you a general guide to the theoretical approaches of English as a
second language. Methodologies of TESOL (teaching English as a second language),
TEFL (teaching English as a foreign language), are explored with focus on building a
knowledge base in ESL theory.

Nothing characterizes human beings better than their ability to use language. One aim
of this module is to introduce you to what languages are like, how they are used, and
how they change. Another aim is to show you some connections between linguistics
and other fields: psychology, anthropology, sociology, and computer science. We will
discuss how children learn languages, how brain damage can impair the ability to
speak, how animal communication compares with human language, and how
programming languages are used to communicate with computers.

This module will also develop programming skills in Prolog; a programming language
used in artificial intelligence, and will introduce students to grammatical structures by
developing simple programs for natural language understanding. The course serves as
a general introduction to grammar as practiced by linguists, to the problems of artificial
intelligence, and to computation in non-numerical domains.
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Cross-cultural Communication in the Online Classroom

This module is designed for those planning to work or live in a situation that serves as
an interface between two or more cultural groups, and also for those who are
interested in matters of language and culture. The curriculum deals with aspects of
culture as they interact with language, and specific topics (e.g. dialects, language in
situations of cultural contact, and the implications of cross-cultural communication
differences for education policy). Aspects of cross-cultural communication in an online
environment are studied with focus on effective communication & teaching skills using

the internet.
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Curriculum Development for Teaching English to Speakers of other Languages

This module is designed for those who wish to develop curriculum that serves to foster
maximum communications of ESL teaching techniques, and also for those who are
interested in matters of language development and cultural awareness. The curriculum
deals with aspects of curriculum development, interaction with language, and specific
topics and professional groups; (e.g. dialects, language in situations of cultural contact,
and the implications of learning communication development methods for education
policy). Aspects of curriculum development in an online environment are studied with
focus on effective communication & teaching skills using the internet.
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Software for CALL - Creating an Online ESL Classroom

This module enables participants to gain a working knowledge of creating an online
classroom using educational software. Skills attained will allow participants to create
online learning environments using software platforms with focus on grading, student
assessment, uploading of lesson plans, quizzes, and teacher student online interaction.
Both the practical and theoretical aspects of using computer-assisted language learning
(CALL) will be explored. Topics will include software evaluation; the role of word
processing and other common applications; text reconstruction programs; resources for
language learning on the Internet; classroom and self-access modes of CALL; roles of
the computer in second language learning; creating CALL materials with authoring
programs; use of audio, video, and graphics in CALL.

Software platforms are introduced for teaching ESL Online. Participants will become

knowledgeable intheuseof Mood|l eE, Adobe Professional Conne
and Sec o nwhilelearding ¥ utilize these programs for teaching ESL in an online
environment.
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Practicum: ESL Teacher Student Online Interaction

This module begins with examination, assessment, and observation of online teachers
working in a variety of software platforms, followed by the creation of learning space
and lesson plans to accompany. The requirements of the practicum are fulfilled by
supervised online teaching using applications created by the student. At the end of the
Practicum, the Site Supervisor prepares a written performance review evaluating the
student’s online teaching skills. An ATI faculty member (Practicum Faculty Advisor)
oversees the Practicum and assigns the final student grade. The Practicum requires ten
hours, is non-paid, and is completed in an online teaching environment.
